treatments Skin and core body temperatures from all treatments were correlated with THI p 0 001 There were no differences
in body weight body condition score or conception rate between treatments p 05 Although not significant p 05 after low
intensity exercise training skin temperatures increased while core body temperatures decreased Trends from this study
warrant further investigation on the effects of low intensity exercise on thermoregulation in Holstein cattle The second
component of this project involved the incorporation of core physiological concepts from the thermoregulation project in
conjunction with those identified by the American Physiological Society into an educational study where the utility of active
learning for teaching difficult concepts within an undergraduate physiology course was investigated Using a design based
research approach two distinct pedagogical tools were developed an active learning tool in the form of a case study and a



conventional lecture It was hypothesized that compared to a conventional lecture students receiving the active learning tool
would perform significantly better on tests measuring their ability to comprehend apply and transfer the information to novel
